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What opportunities are there for cities joining MOD  EL in your country?

“Pilot cities in Slovenia will have an opportunity for active approach with overall
support from Development Agency Sinergija. They will have an opportunity to
share experience to accelerate energy sustainable activities at local level and
thus become the models to follow.”

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The Energy Day with the best practice presentation (Smart House in Martjanci)
was intended first of all to the citizens and to other interested person who are
planning a reconstruction or new building with low energy standard.
The main subject «How the old building from the 18" century can be adapted
through the appropriate reconstruction into the energy sustainable business
building» was introduced. All the reconstruction steps were displayed interactively:
use of natural materials needed at the building isolation (reeds, loamy rough
coating, sawdust, hemp, cellulose, coconut fibers, ...) as well as two basic
adaptation principles — efficient energy use (increase of the building thermal
isolation, replacement of the windows and doors, lighting, HVAC system,
exchanging of the electric consumers with the contemporary ones), the installation
of the high-quality devices exploiting the renewable energy sources (BDH system,
heat pump, the solar power station, the solar collectors, the air conditioning with
the recuperation).
The interactive presentation followed with the practical introduction of the systems
function and the visit around the energy efficient building Smart House-Martjanci.
Benefits of the Energy Day: The participants of the municipality Energy Day
were acquainted with the actual possibilities of the old buildings reconstruction,
which can be turned into the energy efficient building. The Smart House, as a
concrete example, has become the state-of-the-art and specific regional business
incubator for headquarters of several institutions. Nowadays the Smart House
serves as a systematic demonstration center of good practices and as an
education center of RES and RUE, not only in the Pomurje region, but also in
whole Slovenia and in the cross-boarder area. The main goal of the implemented
activities was achieved: it was interactively presented and proved that the
renewable energy sources and the energy saving measures are playing the
crucial role in new building construction / reconstruction, which are going to have
more significant part by the local sustainable economic development in the future.

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The basic idea of the Energy Days implementation in the kindergarten Moravske
Toplice was based on the explanation of the meanings «renewable energy
sources» and «rational use of energy» to the children, which can be useful as in
the kindergarten so at home.
A few weeks before the event, the tutoresses started to prepare the children (from
3 to 6 years old) on the RES and RUE subjects such as: solar energy, solar
collectors, heating on wood biomass, water and electricity efficiency (saving
electric bulbs), bicycle use for transfers, waste separation etc. On the basis of
those negotiations, a children radio broadcast was recorded »Biba, buba, baja«
that was performed on the regional radio Murski Val (94,6 MHz) on 20" of
October and repeated on 25" of October, 2008.
The children have also been drawing the pictures subjected to renewable energy
sources and efficient energy use as well as the T-shirts with the MIED logo. The
tutoresses together with the children played a few practical computer games on
the next day (the interactive computers presentation on simple saving and
renewable sources) devoted to sun collectors function, saving electric bulbs,
biodiesel production and CO, emissions. Later on, they watched a cartoon about
the efficient use of water and electricity.
In the afternoon, the municipal volunteer fire-brigade organized a practical training
in the kindergarten and gave advice on efficient electricity / water consumption.
After the Energy Days implementation, the kindergarten tutoresses prepared the
leaflet on renewable energy sources and the poster with the selected children’s
pictures exhibited at the kindergarten, which demonstrated the diversity of the
MIED and a huge children’s interest for the energy savings.

Benefits of the Energy Days: At the end of the activity, the idea about the
continuation and development of the Energy subject during the year 2008 and
2009 popped up, not only in the kindergarten Moravske Toplice, but also in the
other municipality units and wider. We believe that this energy event could be
considered as the best practice for children, who are learning «from the cradle» to
appreciate the values of nature and to use energy rationally in their everyday life.
This way of behavior is reflected in their households at home where they warn
their parents about the energy saving (turning off the lights, household appliances
and by rational water use).

The Municipal Intelligent Energy Day at the Faculty of Energetics was
implemented within the workshop “The sustainable energy management in local
authorities” primarily intended for the 1% year students.

The Energy Agency KSSENA, which is the Energy Manager of Velenje pilot
municipality by the MODEL project, has presented the purpose and the mission of
the agency, its goals and priorities in the field of RES and RUE in the municipality
Velenje as well as the role of KSSENA in the MODEL project.

The Development Agency Sinergija has introduced the targets, activities and the
advantages of the Model project with the emphasis on the important role of the
Energy Managers in the energy management by preparing and implementing of
the Municipality Energy Concept in the pilot city and in other municipalities.

The red lines of the workshop were the presentations subjected to “Energy
strategic planning”, “The energy management for the local community”, “The
support activities for the private sector” and “The cooperation with the partner
institutions at home and abroad”. The “IR-thermo diagnoses of buildings” report
also displayed at the end of the workshop KSSENA and demonstrated the IR-
thermovision camera function (the fields of the IR-camera use, the reasons for the
heat losses on the examples of the thermograms of municipality buildings). The
contents of the demonstration were accepted by the participants with a big interest
and curiosity.

Benefits of the Energy Day: The content of the MIED was pretty useful,
especially for the 1% year students, the future energetics, who were acquainted
with the energy management in local authorities, with the implementation of
renewable sources exploitation and the efficient energy use into Action plans, with
the function of the IR-thermovision camera, with the meaning of the energy
efficiency and saving in the residential/housekeeping. We are expecting that the
students will successfully apply all that knowledge in practice.
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CANKOVA AND PucoNcl
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The basic idea of the Energy Days at the primary schools (7", 8" and 9™ classes)
was based on the subject “Energy Saving” that covered the efficient energy use in
pupils’ everyday life at home and at school.

The presentation about the Energy Saving in housekeeping (by cooking, lightning,
washing, heating) entered the Energy Day. All the approaches were explained by
the help of the examples how to reduce the energy consumption and the heat
losses up to 3 times with simple measures, what can indirectly reduce the
unnecessary costs in housekeeping as well as many other negative ecological
impacts.

The next topic of the event was the introduction and demonstration of the IR-
thermovision camera, which has made a big influence on pupils in both schools.

The pupils were tested (questionnaire) on the subject of the energy savings in
their everyday life after the presentation. In most cases, the answers were correct.

At the end of the workshop, the children received T-shirts with the MIED logo and
three brochures: «Advices on Energy Efficiency in Housekeepings», «Efficient
Lighting» and «Electricity», which could be useful also for their parents.

Benefits of the Energy Days: After conclusion of all the activities, it was proved
once again that such events are worth to be disseminated and implemented all
over the other schools in general.

The implemented Energy Day could be considered as a successful awareness
campaign subjected to energy savings both at home and at school. It could be
considered as an informational day about the saving possibilities for the families’
energy budget, which is also very important for the pupils’ parents. We believe
that the implemented activities had an important impact on the children’s behavior
and habits, which can be effectively transmitted into their home surroundings.
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MUNICIPALITIES OF
MORAVSKE TOPLICE AND PUCONCI
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Ecology association for leisure activities »ZOJA« in cooperation with the
enterprise »Elektro Ljubljana«, »Povod« society and LEA Pomurje introduced
to the pupils and administration of the primary schools in Fokovci and Puconci
the advantages of the up-to-date housekeeping appliances in comparison
with the obsolete ones.

Actually, the ZOJA animators practically demonstrated the performance of the
obsolete energy wasteful housekeeping appliances and at the same time they
compared them with the new energy saving ones (energy saving lamps, fan-
heaters, hair-dryers, irons, computers, stoves, TVs, washing machines,
refrigerators of the class A), which were highly recommended to replace the
outdated ones from our everyday life.

The animated electrician introduced his professional outfit and also
demonstrated various security measures applicable in households. The quiz
subjected to the efficient use of energy for the pupils followed. The Energy
Day was concluded with the pupils’ performance on the stage.

All the implemented activities were of paramount importance for the pupils as
well as for the school teachers, professors, assistants and other teaching
staff. The prime objective was to facilitate the access to the education,
information and youth awareness, including all the teaching staff in the field of
environment saving, efficient energy use and renewable energy sources.

Benefits of the Energy Days: The fact is that the pupils together with the
school administration and the teaching staff became acquainted with the up-
to-date appliances, with the meaning of energetic and moreover with the
rational energy use measures in housekeeping. The school also received a
practical present — the electricity meter of energy (intended to reduce the
energy consumption).

Finally, it was proved once again that such events are worth to be
disseminated and implemented throughout the other schools.
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MUNICIPALITY OF VELENJE
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In the framework of the project KSSENA organized a seminar for the Energy
Managers of public buildings at the Faculty of Energetic, University of
Maribor, in Velenje.

KSSENA presented its institution and the very MODEL project at the
beginning, where the Local Energy Agency from Velenje has actively
cooperated since September 2007. The Local Energy Agency even won the
second prize during the MODEL Award competition 2008 in nomination »The
Best Energy Unit«.

The red line of the seminar was the introduction of the Program for Rational
Use of Energy and Water in Public Buildings, emphasized on the energy
monitoring necessity in public buildings. KSSENA also presented the Cyber
Display project (the continuation of the Display Campaign) that stands for
Communicating Your Buildings Energy Rating and primarily intended to the
local authorities committed to reduce the energy consumption of their
buildings.

The simple organizational measures that have been subsequently proposed
to the Energy Managers supposed to be the significant part of the energy
policy for building and those enterprises that take care of the environment
they are functioning in. The prime objectives of those measures are the
increase of the employees’ and tenants’ awareness as well as the sustainable
reduction of the energy use, which helps to save up to 10 % of electricity and
heat energy according to the low investments.

Benefits of the Energy Day: All the topics and subjects presented at the
seminar were found adequate and supporting. The practical measures of
operation were introduced in the field of the rational energy use in public
buildings as well as the significant organizational measures of the energy
policy in general, which could help in saving of the LA's budget up to 10 %
and even more. We are hardly expecting that the participated Energy
Managers will effectively use all the acquired knowledge in practice.
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MUNICIPALITY OF VELENJE
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The Local Energy Agency of Velenje (KSSENA) brought its contribution as a
collaborating partner during the European Mobility Week. In the city centre,
on the street Rudarska cesta, they widely demonstrated various educational
and promotional materials as well as the products from the different
enterprises which would enable the improvement of the better city
environment such as:

— introduction of the alternative technology, e.g. a mass-produced car on gas
driven (G-1, d.o.0.) which can...

* reduce the environmental pollutions with the greenhouse gases,

* represent the energy saving way of driving,

* educate on the cars's technical characteristics remodelled on gas.

- Electrical bicycle (EKO SIM d.o.0.), Theory presentation and save driving
(Antlej Avto Sola d.o.0.), Simulation of ECO drive, CO, — measuring (Tehni ni
pregledi Miklavc d.o.0.), promotional materials subjected to save driving and
citizens' awareness (KSSENA).

All the target groups were involved into the activities during the Mobility
Week: general public, pupils, public employees and tourists. All the
participants were enthusiastic about the implemented events on the street of
Rudarska cesta during the Energy Day as well as with the sufficient free
walking territory and free parking spaces within the city centre.

Benefits of the Energy Day: The mobility week made all the participants feel
the contrast of living with and without cars in the city. They tested not only the
environment friendly electrical bicycle and the car driven on gas, but also all
the interested became acquainted with some additional methods of driving
their own car; the products and activities of certain enterprises were
disseminated. The biggest benefit was that almost all the citizens were talking
about efficient energy use, so that the fact of the increased public awareness
was obvious. All the above mentioned activities in the frame of the Mobility
Week are calling the attention to the excessive car use in cities in general. A
large percentage of the participants expressed their position that such events
should be repeated in Velenje on the regular base.
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MUNICIPALITY OF GORNJA RADGONA
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During the Week of the Child, an inauguration of the kindergarten named after
Manko Golar in Gornja Radgona took place in the framework of the project
“Energy Saving Kindergarten”, which has been retrofitted in passive standard.
Mr. Anton Kampu$ — the Mayor of the Municipality of Gornja Radgona, H. Ex.
Mrs. Guro Katharina Helwig Viktor — the Ambassadress of the Kingdom of
Norway (project’s support), Mr. dr. Rado Genorio — State Secretary in the
Prime Minister's Cabinet and Mrs. Boena Bratu — t he President of the
Association of Kindergartens were presented at the solemn opening.

The very renovation of the kindergarten's building was made on the ecology
terms with the majority use of renewable energy sources, natural materials
and effective use of energy. New retrofitted kindergarten in Gornja Radgona
opened its doors to 225 children and 28 expert kindergarten staff.

The kindergarten with such a renovation achieved the passive standard,
which means: more quality, healthy and comfortable stay not only for the
children, but also for the kindergarten personnel. The purpose of the
renovation was fostering of the renewable energy sources exploitation in
order to reduce the environmental pollution and the energy consumption
costs. As a result, the lighting and ventilation were improved. With the help of
the installed solar collectors, the kindergarten managed to assure the
disposal of warm sanitary water on sustainable terms.

Benefits of the Energy Day: With its own case, the kindergarten in Gornja
Radgona imposed the new milestones in the field of public buildings
construction in Slovenia in general. This implemented project presented a
pioneer action in the field of energy and ecological retrofitting of public
buildings first of all in the Pomurje region. It actually served as a shining
example in the sphere of renewable energy sources exploitation and rational
use of energy for the whole Slovenia.
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MUNICIPALITY OF CANKOVA
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Local Energy Agency Pomurje together with the Primary school of Cankova
organized a joint Energy Day, where they introduced the project »Youth Creates
Sustainable Future«, in which 46 kindergartens and schools of Pomurje were
participated. As a result, more than 200 handicrafts and drawings subjected to
environment saving, renewable energy sources, energy efficiency at home and
environmental pollution were created by children for the Award Competition.
